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Read 180 is an intensive reading intervention program for students who read below grade level. The Read 180 instructional model provides for whole-group instruction, small group instruction, individualized computer instruction and modeled and independent reading time. Students take a SRI test (Scholastic Reading Inventory) to determine the current reading range. The Read 180 computer software matches readers to appropriate text by using the SRI which is based on the Lexile Framework.
This program has been a successful component of our middle school reading program. The Read 180 class helps students make progress in reading which contributes to the student’s overall success in school.

My Goal for your Child: 

To help students become life-long readers and to give them the skills they need to read grade level materials in science, social studies, math and English.
Things you need to know about my Read 180 classroom:
· Students never have homework in my class. We complete all projects, homework and class work in class.
· Students have the opportunity to read books independently and take Reading Counts tests on these books. I have tests on all the books in my room so students who work hard can easily earn the 25 book goal. 
· Every book read in my room counts towards the student’s 25 book goal in their regular reading class.
· Grades for this class will not be posted on Mygradebook. Because this is an individualized program, all students do not receive the same instruction or grades. Parents can email me anytime to get a progress report for their student. I track progress by skills, so I can tell you where the problems are in reading, not just give you a grade.
· Students earn free time in my class by working hard in class all week. On Fridays, part of the class is used to play games like Scrabble to increase student’s vocabulary skills.
· This class is taught during connections time. Students are placed in this class if they qualify based on past performance data in reading like CRCT and ITBS scores. This is a semester class so students will be enrolled in this class for 18 weeks.
